Retail Services
Within a 5 minute drive there are 35 
restaurants, seven hotels, five day-care centers 
and destination retail with the Shops at Willow 
Bend. Additionally, there is a LA Fitness club and 
countless boutiques and restaurants.

Sustainability
Our office park has a commitment to green 
practices with a recycling program reporting 
83.59 tons of recycled commodities in 2009. 
This is equivalent to 948 saved trees, 240,000 
KWH of saved energy, 394,400 gallons of 
water saved and 182 cubic yards saved  
from landfill.

Technology Specifications
Redundancy in both fiber and power assures no 
lost time or revenue due to outages. IBP is served by 
two separate sub-stations, with dual power running 
to selected buildings (6504, 4000, 4120, 4100  
Int Pkwy, 4100 Midway). All buildings have 
generator pad sites available, as well.
